SCORES Impact - Physical Health

Soccer is a universal sport accessible to all children regardless of background and physical
characteri stics. It is an inclusive sport.

Many u rban schools lack the resources to offer organized sport sand high quality after -school activities.
Students in these schools desperately need vigorous physical activity in order to improve their fitness.

Aside from increased aerobic capacity and physical fithess, students who play soccer benefit from
lessons in sportsmanship, discipline, problem solving, teamwork, and in core academic areas.

64% of SCORES participants are overweight or obese.

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SCORES Impact - Self-Efficacy

(Engagement with peers, teachers, schools, and the community)

Urban children are often not aware of the relationship between their own academic achievement
and their ability to improve their lives, their families and their communities.  Service learning helps
children develop empathy, social responsibility and a sense of personal worth

By providing guided, meaningful opportunities to serve their communities, children develop socially
responsible behaviors and aspirations at an early age. These experiences help motivate students to
believe in themselves and invest in their education.
